What You Need to Know:

· As many as 1 in 4 adult Americans have an arrest record, but many of them were never convicted.  Yet these records often are used by housing authorities and landlords to deny housing and by employers to deny jobs, which contradicts the bedrock principle of our criminal justice system that one is “innocent until proven guilty.” 

· Employers, housing authorities and landlords, and anyone else other than law enforcement agencies should not be allowed to ask about, consider, or make decisions based on arrests that never led to conviction.   

What You Need to Do:
